Learning Continues at Home! 
Early Literacy Skill: Letter Knowledge (knowing that letters are different from each other, have names, 

and represent sounds) 

The main idea behind Letter Knowledge is shape recognition, so now is a great time to start 

pointing out that the same letter can look different - it can be capital or lowercase, and it can be 

big or small. Help your child look for letters throughout the day.
