What’s Happening at Schlow? 

Vocabulary (knowing the meanings of words including objects, concepts, 

feelings, actions, and ideas) 
 

The language of nursery rhymes and books is different from the language of 

conversation. Rhymes and books often have one or two unusual words, ones that 

children don’t hear in regular conversation. Having a large vocabulary helps children 

understand what they hear and what they will later read. Remember, don’t replace 

those unfamiliar words, explain them.
